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As preparations for the 18% or the “coming of age” edition of Cyprus Film Days
(CFD) were underway, no one could have ever anticipated that it would go down
in history as the one that the organizers were forced to postpone and then finally
cancel in the wake of the COVID-19 pandemic. The then newly added Dot on the
Map Industry Days section of CFD, which was another reason for celebration as
2020 would have been the year that the festival would act for the First time as a
regional meeting point for industry professionals, was successfully held online.

Postponing or cancelling the festival's 19t edition was never considered an option
and we worked with a sense of urgency to support the art of cinema in these
difficult times. Our decision to re-introduce the 2020 design for the poster, which
communicates the coming together nature of our event, carries a meaning of hope
that the festival's 20% anniversary edition in 2022 will not only continue to honor
and support the art of cinema and its workers, but will see the return to CFD's
annual invitation for in-person cross-cultural exchange and dialogue driven by
powerful stories unfolding on the big screen.

Regardless of this year’s limitations, the festival remains true to its commitment:
to bring strong and exceptional cinematic works closer to audiences in Cyprus, as
well as promote equality and diversity. We would like to express our gratitude to
the creators of the selected works, as well as to all the filmmakers who responded
to our call for submissions to participate in our ‘Glocal Images’ competition
section. This edition is in essence dedicated to the workers of cinema, as well
as to local and international institutions whose love for the art and craft of the
medium was expressed through honest efforts to encourage filmmakers to stay
creative and explore other possibilities so that stories could continue to be told
and circulated.

This year's international jury consists of prominent personalities from the
international and local film scene: Artistic Director of Mostra de Valéncia —
Cinema del Mediterrani, Eduardo Guillot who will also act as the President of
the Jury; Actress Irmena Chichikova known for Touch me Not, Berlinale’s 2018
big winner and her lead role in 2014 Sundance official selection Viktoria; actress
Kika Georgiou, winner of Hellenic Film Academy’s Best Actress award in 2012
for her performance in The City of Children and widely known for her role as
Donna Divisa Rossa in Paolo Sorrentino’s The New Pope, Accomplished composer,
orchestrator and conductor George Kallis, whose notable work includes the 2019
black comedy Gutterbee, directed by Ulrich Thomsen, The Black Prince (2017) and
Gagarin - First In Space (2013); and Director/Producer Minos Nikolakakis known
for his enchanting debut Entwined, which premiered at Toronto International
Film Festivalin 2019.

The awards conferred by the Jury to the films competing in the Glocal Images
section, have the shape of a Neolithic human figure. They are replicas of a stone
idol found in the Neolithic settlement of Chirokitia around 7000 - 6000 B.C. The
dawn of prehistory in Cyprus coincides with the Neolithic period, which extends
from the 9th and probably the 10t millenium B.C., up to and including the end
of the Chalcolithic period, around 2500 B.C. The first phase of the Neolithic Era
lasted up to circa 5200 B.C. and is known as the «Aceramic Neolithic Period».
The figurine dates back to this era. The Neolithic Era is considered to be one of
the most important periods of the island. It is at that time that the prehistoric
man undertakes a series of changes that will improve his life, like the quest for
a permanent residence, taming animals (primarily sheep and boars), cultivating
land, processing stones and creating vessels. The most representative settle-
ments of the Neolithic Period are those of Chirokitia, Kalavassos and Sotira.
Excavations in these settlements have given us a lot of interesting facts regard-
ing the everyday life and occupations of the Neolithic inhabitants of the island.
Archaeologists have unearthed many elements regarding the adulation of the
fertility goddess, burial rituals, as well as the rudimentary organisation of the
residents of that time. The cult of the fertility goddess was artistically reflected
by the creation of small statues, known as idols. These idols represent the Ffirst
known attempt to recreate the human form. The “sculptors” of the time made
these figurines from stone that bore “simplified and rudimentary characteris-
tics” to man. The Neolithic settlement of Chirokitia, where the particular idol
was found, is a UNESCO World Heritage Site.
