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Dear friends of the festival,

Welcome back for another edition of our beloved
Cyprus Film Days International Festival! We are
delighted to host you at Rialto Theatre and Zena
Palace for our annual celebration of cinema.

It is hard to find cause to rejoice during these
dark times, when war is raging on multiple fronts
in the world, and when, a stone’s throw away from
Cyprus, tens of thousands of men, women and
children have been killed and nearly two million
have been displaced in Gaza. To be able to share
worRks by renowned and up-and-coming filmmakers
in a warm and welcoming atmosphere is a privilege
we do not take for granted, and a responsibility we
do not take lightly.

Cinema, after all, does not exist in a vacuum,
nor is it a sociopolitically disengaged practice. On
the contrary, cinema has a unique ability to reflect
and shape the world it is a part of. Its nuance
and sensitivity can act as a potent antidote to
the skewed and blood-thirsty logic of war and
fundamentalism.

One of the main objectives of our festival is
the discovery and selection of human-centered
films that reflect the spirit of our times. Films that
make us conscious of the Other, draw attention
to the (increasingly harrowing) state of the world
today and hint at other possible worlds beyond
ourselves, while aligning us emotionally, and even
ideologically, with them.

This year’s festival edition celebrates
independent cinema in all its manifestations.

True independent filmmakRing is about tenacity,
collaboration and resourcefulness. The fact that
independent films exist demonstrates that, against
all odds and limitations, humans can go to great
lengths in order to stand up for their ideas and
ideals, and to turn them into material reality through
action, sounds and images.

The most inspired cinematic experiences, after
all, present fiercely independent visions that dare
to frame stories of equally independent characters,
and to push the boundaries of the conventional
and the widely accepted. The spirit of independent
filmmaking reminds us that we should not wait for
permission to create the conditions in which what
we believe in can grow and flourish. That we should
embrace the freedom to express and create even
the most seemingly impossible visions for
the future.

This year, we received an overwhelming number
of film submissions, a result of all the hard work
and passion put in by the organising and artistic
teams, and a testament to the festival’s ever-
growing reach.

For our 22nd edition, Cyprus Film Days
features five film sections. In addition to our two
main sections: Glocal Images, the international
competition section, with films from Palestine,
Serbia, Brazil, Singapore, Lithuania, Greece,
Jordan and Cyprus; and Viewfinder, a showcase of
important works that have been celebrated by the
international film community and are screened for
the first time in Cyprus; this year we are delighted
to present a National Competition section as well,
consisting of four films by Cypriot directors, a
testament to the continuous growth of our local
industry, both in terms of size and quality.

We are also especially proud to present a
programme focused on films directed or lensed by
some of our esteemed jury members, titled “The
Jury Presents”. Finally, we are very excited to share
A Taste of Indie, a section that pays tribute to punk
and micro-budget flmmaking, showcasing how
financial limits can unleash unbounded creativity,
as well as a special screening of Palestinian
filmmaker Lina Soualem’s documentary
Bye Bye Tiberias.

The festival this year also hosts a series of
workshops and masterclasses with the aim of
helping local creatives develop their skills and
share their experiences under the mentorship of
internationally acclaimed professionals. The “I'm
Your Staff Writer” day-long workshop with Tac
Romey and Markus Walsch harnesses the power
of technology to bolster human storytelling, while
“The Artistry of Body Language” masterclass with
choreographer Marie Scherzer hones in on the
embodied aspects of filmmaking and performance
that can transform film works into unforgettable
experiences. We are also thrilled to be hosting a
masterclass with award-winning Cinematographer
Emre Erkmen, a member of our jury, and Director
Asli Ozge, on their long-term collaboration, and the
relationship between directing and photography
in film.

All of the above would not have been possible
without the help and hard work of the small-but
passionate—-group of people who work behind
the scenes to bring the festival to life. We want
to thank our exceptional organising team at the
Deputy Ministry of Culture and the Rialto Theatre,
helmed by Dr. Elena Christodoulidou and Mr. Alexis
Vassiliou respectively.

The Award

The awards conferred by the Jury to the films
competing in the Glocal Images section, have

the shape of a Neolithic human figure. They are
replicas of a stone idol found in the Neolithic
settlement of Chirokitia around 7000 - 6000 B.C.
The dawn of prehistory in Cyprus coincides with
the Neolithic period, which extends from the 9th
and probably the 10th millenium B.C., up to and
including the end of the Chalcolithic period, around
2500 B.C. The first phase of the Neolithic Era
lasted up to circa 5200 B.C. and is known as the
«Aceramic Neolithic Period». The figurine dates
bacR to this era. The Neolithic Era is considered

to be one of the most important periods of the
island. It is at that time that the prehistoric man
undertaRkes a series of changes that will improve
his life, like the quest for a permanent residence,
taming animals (primarily sheep and boars),
cultivating land, processing stones and creating
vessels. The most representative settlements of the
Neolithic Period are those of Chirokitia, Kalavassos
and Sotira. Excavations in these settlements have
given us a lot of interesting facts regarding the
everyday life and occupations of the Neolithic
inhabitants of the island. Archaeologists have
unearthed many elements regarding the adulation
of the fertility goddess, burial rituals, as well as the
rudimentary organisation of the residents of that
time. The cult of the fertility goddess was artistically
reflected by the creation of small statues, known as
idols. These idols represent the first known attempt
to recreate the human form. The “sculptors” of the
time made these figurines from stone that bore
“simplified and rudimentary characteristics” to
man. The Neolithic settlement of Chirokitia, where
the particular idol was found, is a UNESCO World
Heritage Site.

at the Garbicz Festival in Poland. As a child, she
began her dance journey in Dancertheater Jena,
where she stayed for 12 years. She moved to Berlin
at eighteen to study acting. Alongside her studies,
she started working in various advertising, film and
TV productions, making a name for herself in the
performing arts scene in Berlin. Marie also serves
as creative director, booker and choreographer
for performances in Berlin’s pulsating club culture
scene. She was involved in the Karneval der
Kulturen Berlin and choreographed live shows

for events such as Berlin Christopher Street Day,
Fusion Festival, Reeperbahn Festival, Melt Festival,
Garbicz Festival, as well as various music videos
and TV productions. Even though Marie pursued
conventional educational paths such as dance
theatre and acting, she considers the sweaty dance
floor of Berlin clubs, where she worked for many
years, as the most significant teacher; an abundant
source of inspiration in terms of body language and
physical expression which shaped her approach
and heavily influenced her work as choreographer
and movement director.
