Note by the
Artistic Directors

Dear friends of the festival,

We are delighted to welcome you once again to the
Rialto Theatre in Limassol and Zena Palace in Nicosia
for the 23rd edition of Cyprus Film Days International
Festival, the annual celebration of cinema, co-organised
by the Department of Contemporary Culture of the
Deputy Ministry of Culture and the Rialto Theatre.

In the hyper-mediated age we live in, we all become
witnesses of the world, whether we like it or not.
From one moment to the next, as we are scrolling on
our phones, we may passively witness a gruesome
crime, a devastated war zone, a happy wedding, a
passionate kiss, a delicious recipe, a silly dance... But
when images of war mix with those of influencers on
luxury holidays and when footage of dead children
is followed by glossy campaigns for the latest fashion
trends, how does that impact our capacity for empathy,
and the way we think about the responsibility we have
towards the world and our fellow human beings? How
can we resist the incessant, manic tirade of 30-second
videos, doctored or Al-generated images, and hidden
commercials in order to sustain, or reclaim, our sense
of critical thinking?

The big screen of independent cinema offers a
kind of solace from the algorithmic menace of our
phones’ small screens, which insist on making our
perspectives narrower. When we watch movies, we are
forced to slow down and see the bigger picture. In the
cinema, we become witnesses not only of the world
unfolding in a film, but also of the minds of the writer,
the director, the cinematographer; the human skills
and talents of all the artists that participated in the
filmmaking process. The cinema is thus a celebration
of all the things that make us human and alike to one
another, even as the rest of the media landscape insists
on dividing and categorising us for profit.

The 23rd edition of Cyprus Film Days International
Festival features four main programming sections: the
Glocal Images international competition section,
this year with films from Lithuania, Georgia, Egypt,
Greece, Serbia and France; the Cypriot competition
section, with three new films by Cypriot directors;
the non-competitive Viewfinder section with some
of the most celebrated and awarded movies from
the international festival scene; and a special tribute
to the architect of cinematic dreams, the legendary
American director David Lynch.
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Our competition sections will be judged by an international jury
comprising of five distinguished personalities from the European
film industry: Aleksandra Bozovi¢, producer and director of the Film
Center of Montenegro; Guillaume Calop, co-founder of Les Arcs
Film Festival; Delphine Leccas, independent film curator and art
manager; Gyorgy Palfi, award-winning film director, whose latest
film Mindirikké is part of our programme; and international stage
and screen actress from Cyprus, Agni Scott.

We are especially proud of our parallel events this year, which
include a rich selection of masterclasses, workshops and pre-event
screenings. Filmmaker and immersive media artist Deniz Tortum
will offer a VR filmmaking masterclass at CYENS in Nicosia, while
filmmakers Mariangela Ciccarello and Oliwia Tado will be offering
a two-day collective filmmaking workshop titled “Invisible Myths”
for aspiring and emerging filmmakers ages 18-26 at Columbia Beach
Pissouri. Finally, we have the privilege of hosting a two-day casting
workshop with internationally renowned casting directors Francesco
Vedovati (White Lotus, Io Capitano) and Makis Gazis (The Lost Daughter;
Salade Grecque) in collaboration with Filmmakers Europe at Artos
House in Nicosia. The workshop will culminate in a public panel
on the casting process for international productions featuring a very
special guest, internationally acclaimed actor Simon Kassianides
(The Mandalorian, Quantum of Solace).

As ever, our goal is to continue to broaden our festival's reach
by forging creative collaborations with new partners each year. This
year we are proud to have collaborated with Tapper Film Club
in Limassol and Yalla Collective Space and Café for two festival
pre-events, which featured the Cyprus premiere screenings of the
collective cinema project SOME STRINGS. Furthermore, we are
happy to be working together with STYX Film Encounters, a new
non-profit focused on the exhibition of classic cinema, for special
introductions to our David Lynch screenings.

Last but not least, our festival’s offering continues to be enriched
by two ever-growing sections: the Children and Youth Festival, under
the Artistic Directorship of film director Athena Xenidou, which
celebrates its 10th year and offers a wealth of films, workshops and
competitions aimed at audiences under 18 years old; and the 6th
edition of Dot.on.the.Map Industry Days, the international co-
production, training and networking platform led by film director and
producer Danae Stylianou, which brings together film professionals
from Europe and the Mediterranean region. Together, the festival’s
sections reflect the rapid development of Cyprus’ cinema industry
and culture, helping to build a bright future for filmmaking on our
island.
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None of the above would have been possible
without the hard work and dedication of the festival’s
small but incredible team who work behind the
scenes to bring this festival to life every year, and the
tireless support of the festival’s organisers: Dr. Elena
Christodoulidou at the Department of Contemporary
Culture - Deputy Ministry of Culture and Alexis
Vassiliou, Director of the Rialto Theatre. A special
thanks to our Festival Manager Doros Demetriou and
Festival Manager Assistant Loukia Vassiliou.

Films are examples of active witnessing, of
the incredible achievement of transforming life
experiences into communal works of art. We hope
that our programme this year will similarly inspire
you to actively contemplate the numerous issues that
our films bear witness to: from the women protests in
Iran, to abortion rights in rural Georgia, to the classist
systems of crowded metropolises such as Bombay
and Cairo, the impact of gentrification in Istanbul,
the pressures of a perfect body image for young
women, the struggles of asylum seekers in Europe,
the trauma of torture, the displacements prompted
by environmental catastrophes, the impact of time
on relationships, the appeal of social media, the eye-
opening experience of disability, and the mesmerising
but often dangerous blend of fact and fiction.

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The Award

The awards conferred by the Jury to the films
competing in the Glocal Images section, have the
shape of a Neolithic human figure. They are replicas
of a stone idol found in the Neolithic settlement of
Chirokitia around 7000 - 6000 B.C. The dawn of
prehistory in Cyprus coincides with the Neolithic
period, which extends from the 9th and probably
the 10th millenium B.C., up to and including the
end of the Chalcolithic period, around 2500 B.C.
The first phase of the Neolithic Era lasted up to circa
5200 B.C. and is known as the «Aceramic Neolithic
Period». The figurine dates back to this era. The
Neolithic Era is considered to be one of the most
important periods of the island. It is at that time that
the prehistoric man undertakes a series of changes that
will improve his life, like the quest for a permanent
residence, taming animals (primarily sheep and boars),
cultivating land, processing stones and creating vessels.
The most representative settlements of the Neolithic
Period are those of Chirokitia, Kalavassos and Sotira.
Excavations in these settlements have given us a lot
of interesting facts regarding the everyday life and
occupations of the Neolithic inhabitants of the
island. Archaeologists have unearthed many elements
regarding the adulation of the fertility goddess, burial
rituals, as well as the rudimentary organisation of
the residents of that time. The cult of the fertility
goddess was artistically reflected by the creation of
small statues, known as idols. These idols represent
the first known attempt to recreate the human form.
The “sculptors” of the time made these figurines
from stone that bore “simplified and rudimentary
characteristics” to man. The Neolithic settlement of
Chirokitia, where the particular idol was found, is a
UNESCO World Heritage Site.

After studying philosophy, Jonathan Millet spent many years filming distant or inaccessible countries for
image databases. Alone with his camera, he travelled through and filmed about fifty countries (Iran, Sudan,
Pakistan, all of South America, the Middle East, and extensively throughout Africa). He was encouraged
especially to go to the most remote regions. This is where he began to learn to capture faces, spaces, to
convey an atmosphere in a few shots. After this experience, he directed the feature-length documentary Ceuta,
Douce Prison selected in over 60 international festivals, followed by 7ell Me About the Stars filmed in Antarctica,
and La Disparition filmed in the Amazon. He then directed several short films selected in numerous festivals
(Clermont-Ferrand, Pantin, Palm Springs, Brest), including Et Towjours Nous Marcherons selected for the César
Awards in 2018, and the medium-length film T#e Wake, which had a theatrical release. That same year, he
was nominated as a Talent in Short Films. Ghost Trail is his first fiction feature film.

While studying Sociology at university, Rasoulof started his filmmaking career with documentaries and short
films. His first film Gagooman (The Twilight, 2002) won Best Film at the Fajr Film Festival in Iran. Following
the making of his second film, Jazireh Ahani (Iron Island, 2005), he faced some issues with censorship laws in
Iran and, as a result, his opportunities to further produce and screen films were largely limited and banned.
To this date, Mohammad Rasoulof has produced eight feature films, none of which have been screened in
Iran due to censorship, even though his films enjoy a wide audience abroad.

Mamoru Hosoda was born in 1967 in Toyama. After graduating from Kanazawa College of Art, he joined
Toei Doga studio and began his career as an animator. In 1999, he directed his first 20-minute short film,
Digimon Adventure, which was released in theatres. In 2000, he directed a forty-minute sequel, Digimon Adventure:
Our War Game!!, attracting critical attention. He became independent shortly afterward and directed 7#%e Gurl
Who Leapt Through Time in 2006, an adaptation of the well-known novel by Yasutaka Tsutsui. The film was
released in numerous countries, including France, where audiences discovered Hosoda’s work on the big
screen. In 2009, he directed his first original work, Summer Wars. In 2011, with Yuichiro Saito, he created his
own animation studio, Studio Chizu, and spearheaded a new movement in theatrical animation. The studio’s
first production, Wolf Chuldren (2012), followed by The Boy & The Beast (2015), cemented Hosoda’s popularity
in Japan and abroad, particularly in France.

The 6™ edition of Dot.on.the.Map Industry Days, will be held
between 10-12 April 2025 in Limassol, Cyprus, in the framework
of the 23" Cyprus Film Days International Festival (4 - 12 April
2025). The CFD IF is an institutional event of the Cyprus Deputy
Ministry of Culture, organised by the Department of Contemporary
Culture and the Rialto Theatre.

Dot.on.the.Map Industry Days launched in the year 2020, and
it is a co-production, training and networking platform that brings
producers, directors and scriptwriters from the Mediterranean
region, together with international film industry professionals, in
Limassol, Cyprus. It provides an opportunity for filmmakers to
pitch their new feature-length fiction film projects and network with
international industry professionals.

Ten teams of producers and directors from the Mediterranean
region will pitch their projects to representatives of the international
film industry. Following group works and individual meetings, the
filmmakers will take steps towards forming future collaborations with
other filmmakers, international producers, financiers, sales agents,
broadcasters, distributors, festival and film fund representatives. The
Meeting Point co-production forum is implemented in partnership
with Agora, Thessaloniki International Film Festival.
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The three-member international jury panel that
will deliberate upon the awards consists of prominent
film industry professionals. This year’s jury members
are: Milo$ Lochman, (Producer, moloko film, Czech
Republic), Katya Trichkova (Producer, Contrast
Films, Bulgaria) and Denis Vaslin (Producer, VOLYA
Films, The Netherlands).

Dot.on.the.Map Cinema Talks is the educational
section of the event, offering a series of masterclasses,
panel discussions and talks by established industry
professionals.

The organisers’ vision is the development of this
initiative into a dynamic platform for artistic and
financial collaborations, which will contribute to the
development of the art of filmmaking in Cyprus and
the wider region. Through the activities of Dot.on.the.
Map, the organisers aspire that Cyprus will become a
connecting point for film professionals from the region
and international key players. Moreover, we aim at
advancing the growth of the local film community,
whilst showcasing Cyprus as an ideal filming location
and service provider.
